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CSULB to
get $3.7M
to fund

more
fall 2010
classes

In the midst of the budget crisis, Califor-
nia State University campuses will receive
$50.9 million for additional classes and
better student support services, according
to a CSU press release.

The campuses were provided with an initial
total of $25.6 million from federal stimulus

funds to add about 4,000 classes this spring.

According to Rick Gloady, Cal State
Long Beach director of media relations,
more than $3.7 million — about 7 percent
of the funding — will be allocated to
CSULB for the fall 2010 semester. Not all
campuses will receive the same amount
of money.

About 8,100 more fall 2010 course se-
lections throughout the CSU system will
be added, and more lecturers will be able
to keep their positions, according to the
press release.

Erik Fallis, CSU media relations spe-
cialist, said via e-mail, “All 23 campuses
will receive an allocation from these funds
[and] funding is being allocated in propor-
tion to the one-time state support reduction
each campus sustained this year.”

Cegles said, the university is allowing the men’s
and women’s varsity water polo team coaches to
“manage their own club, as most nationally recog-
nized teams do.”

Cegles said the decision will “strengthen the
bottom line in a difficult economy, enabling us to
compensate staff and improve a facility in desper-

ate need of locker rooms, lights and fan seating.”

The decision to deny pool access to Shore

Aquatics, which was made by head coach Gavin
Arroyo, will also enable coaches to find new ways
to generate more income, Cegles said.

“This allows them to earn some outside income

Long Beach Boeing
site not yet occupied

Long Beach Studios and
Tesla Motors are still
eyeing the facility, while
CSULB’s film department
awaits a deal

The Boeing 717 manufacturing site is still
empty despite being pursued by both Long
Beach Studios and Tesla Motors.

The retired aircraft manufacturing space,
which has been vacant since 2006, would be
used for production at both companies — Long
Beach Studios would produce movies and tele-
vision shows, according to its Web site, and
Tesla Motors would produce a new fuel-effi-
cient car at the facility, located near the Long
Beach Airport.

“We need a production facility for the new
Model S,” said Koby Brookly, a Tesla Motor
Company representative. The Model S is Tesla
Motors’ first electric sedan.

According to the Press-Telegram, Long
Beach Studios was expected to finalize a deal
Oct. 12, 2009. No such deal has been made.

“Long Beach Studios had to get funding to
complete the financial package,” said Cal State
Long Beach film department chair Micheal
Pounds, recalling the meeting Long Beach Stu-

dios chairman Jack O’Halloran and his spokes-
man Joe Marich had with the film department
last semester.

On the other hand, Tesla Motors has received
$465 million in federal funding from the U.S.
Department of Energy, according to a press re-
lease. $100 million will fund a manufacturing
plant in Palo Alto, but the rest of the money will
go toward a manufacturing site for the Model S,
possibly the former Douglas Boeing site.

Boeing, Tesla Motors and Long Beach Stu-
dios declined to comment on the deal.

“It’s all paperwork right now,” Marich said.

Pounds said O’Halloran and Long Beach
Studios would be willing to partner with
CSULB to improve the company’s profile with
the city of Long Beach and to possibly receive
more tax breaks.

“In exchange for partnering, we would get
to use two studios,” Pounds said. “Equip-
ment would have to be rented.” He added that
O’Halloran took back his earlier statement,
saying that only at odd hours of the day would
the studios be free.

The studio complex would be the largest
independent studio production facility with
state-of-the-art capabilities, according to the
Long Beach Studios Web site.

“If we had something like that, it would al-
low us to extend our program that we’re only
doing at an introductory level right now,”
Pounds said. “We’d have to do a lot of fund-
raising to use it.”
